Loosen the bolt for the lower shock absorber
attachment and the nut for anti roll bar link.

Loosen the upper control arm and upper
attachments for the shock absorber and remove
the shock absorber from the vehicle.

Install the dust boot (2), the plastic spacer (3),
the spring (4), the plastic spacer (4), the upper
spring seat (5), the top pin spacer (6), the OE
top mount and the M10 lock nut (7) according to
fig 1. Tighten the lock nut to 25 Nm and install
the adjustment knob (8). Tighten the adjuster

to 10 Nm. Optional for Model 3: If preferred,

the adjuster (9) and the wire (10) can be fitted
instead of the standard adjuster (8). A hole needs
to be drilled in the plastic cover in coming steps.

When tightening the top mount nut , the shock
absorber shaft must be held in position with an
Allen key.




Position the lower spring seat and the lower
fork bracket according to fig 3 and tighten with
the c-spanner.

Fasten the upper attachments to the vehicle
body.

Raise the wheel hub with a jack to remove the

freeplay of the lower bracket attachment and
tighten the bolt to OE spec.

@ Note!

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the
correct torque and that nothing fouls or restricts
movement of the strut when it is being fully
compressed or extended. Test this over the
whole steering range from lock to lock.

Only for Tesla Model 3

If the wire adjuster option is preferred, drill

a 9 mm hole in the front trunk plastic above
the shock absorber according to Fig 2. Guide
the wire through the hole and tighten the
adjustment wheel (11) with the adjustment
wheel screw (12).

Only for Tesla Model Y

To be able to reach the adjuster when adjusting
the front shock absorbers with the adjustment
knob, the front trunk plastic needs to be
removed along with the windshield washer
reservoir tube on the left side.

Make sure that all removed parts are
reinstalled in the same way as they were
before the installation of the Ohlins shock
absorber.

With the preload and height adjuster in their
recommended position, the vehicle is lowered
approximately -20 mm when compared to the
original suspension. Depending on car model
and equipment, the height may vary. Tesla
with Performance package is lowered 10mm
from factory and will therefore be lowered
10mm less. Adjust the height adjuster until you
have reached your desired ride height. The
recommended adjustment range on the height
adjuster is 230-260 mm.
