Tighten the upper triple clam bolts and the
lower triple clamp bolts according to the
vehicle’s service manual.

Install the front wheel, front fender, wheel
speed sensor and the brake calipers. Do not
tighten yet. If needed, adjust the position of the
rubber bushing so the speed sensor cable is
positioned above the brake caliper.

Tighten the right fork bottom’s front axle pinch
bolts at 19 Nm and then tighten the brake
caliper bolts according to the vehicle’s service
manual.

Close the compression and rebound adjusters.

Compress the front fork as much as possible
several times to release air trapped inside
the damping systems. Ensure that there is
damping on the full stroke.

Set the compression and rebound adjusters,
see setup data.
