Loosen the brake fluid reservoir mounting
screw.

Loosen the ABS unit bracket mounting
screws.

Remove the two silencer mounting screws to
the rear sub frame.

Loosen the upper and remove the lower
mounting bolts for the rear sub frame.

Lift the rear sub frame carefully to be able to
remove the standard pre-load adjuster.
